We are pleased to have such high-level leadership from the country’s most important technology firms with us today. 
SIA is the voice of the U.S. semiconductor industry, America’s number-one export industry over the past five years and a bellwether measurement of the U.S. economy.  The companies represented here today account for 90 percent of the semiconductor production of this country and directly employ 185,000 Americans. 
Semiconductors are a beacon of bright news in a U.S. manufacturing sector. The industry provides inputs for a vast array of products ranging from laptops to cars to missiles, and I believe it is vital to our country’s future economic success. The country that controls the technology and production of high-end processing chips will control the future of manufacturing in the world.
